The two dramas were successfully held in the first
term and the second term. The whole school was able to
enjoy the show.

The two drama shows include comprehensive
scheme of works, lesson plans as well as student
worksheets. The service provider is Chunky Onion,
which is a very experienced and professional team. The
performances as a whole were marvelous.

The pre-show worksheets enabled our students to
read the stories in text and it was flexible as the teachers
could choose the materials that suited the level of the
students. Besides the worksheets, teachers added some
slides and displayed the lyrics on the screen, enabling
the audience to read the lyrics clearly. Therefore, there
was a better understanding among the audience.

During the shows, again, students had a chance to
play various roles such as masters of ceremony, minor,
characters in the play and the most important of all,
being the questioners, raising impromptu questions to
the actors.

Based on the experience last year, a more
advanced summer holiday exercise book was adopted
for use for two groups of students supplemented with
some worksheets.

The course received positive feedback in terms of
the course syllabus and the tutor. The students found
the course practical as it helped them understand the
reading texts more thoroughly, and they have learnt
some more vocabulary as there were dictation of 15
items every time. Besides, the tutor was well prepared
for the lessons. Everything went smoothly as students
of both forms were clearly briefed of the rules they had
to observe in advance, such as being punctual,
procedures of being absent, and the expectation of|
dictation results. It turned out that F.2 students
performed quite well in terms of dictation performance
while F.3 being punctual. However, the absent rate in
F.2 was high as some students got sick, and 1 student
was absent for 2 lessons because of basketball matches.
