Evaluation:

The drama was successfully held in the second term for F.1 —F.3
students. The young students enjoyed the show very much as
the story plot was simple, and the majority of students should
understand what was going on.

The drama show included comprehensive scheme of works,
lesson plans as well as student worksheets. The service provider
is Chunky Onion, which is a very experienced and professional

team. The performance as a whole was marvellous.




The pre-show worksheets enabled our students to read the
stories in text and it was flexible as the teachers could choose
the materials that suited the level of the students. Besides the
worksheets, teachers added some slides and displayed the lyrics
on the screen, enabling the audience to read the lyrics clearly.
Therefore, there was a better understanding among the
audience.

During the shows, again, students had a chance to play various
roles such as masters of ceremony, minor characters in the play|
and the most important of all, being the questioners, raising
impromptu questions to the actors. Although the number of
students participating in the shows was not significant enough,
the effect was encouraging, with numerous students raising their
hands and asking the questions in English. The experienced
actors and actresses were engaging and appropriate. The show
ended in a pleasant ambience. Not only were students exposed
to more English speaking occasions, but their confidence in
using and listening to English enhanced.

Both teachers’ and students’ comments were positive and
constructive. However, as there are no more new titles, the
team will not be invited in the new school year.
